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MEMORANDUM FOR THE SECRETARY OF TRANSPORTATI ON

SUBJECT: Det ermi nati on Under the Interstate Commerce
Comm ssion Term nation Act of 1995

Section 6 of the Bus Regul atory Reform Act of 1982, Public Law 97-261, 96
Stat. 1103, inposed a noratoriumon the issuance of certificates or permts
to nmotor carriers donmiciled in, or owed or controlled by persons of, a
contiguous foreign country and authorized the President to nodify the
noratorium The Interstate Commerce Conmi ssion Termination Act of 1995
(ICCTA), Public Law 104-88, 109 Stat. 803, mmintained these restrictions,
subject to nodifications made prior to the enactnment of the I CCTA, and
enpowered the President to make further nodifications to the nmoratorium
Pursuant to 49 U . S.C. 13902(c)(3), | nodified the noratoriumon June 5, 2001
to allow motor carriers domciled in the United States that are owned or
controlled by persons of Mexico to obtain operating authority to transport

i nternational cargo by truck between points in the United States and to
provi de bus services between points in the United States.

The North Anmerican Free Trade Agreenent (NAFTA) established a schedule for
liberalizing certain restrictions on the provision of bus and truck services
by Mexican-domiciled notor carriers in the United States. Pursuant to 49
U.S.C. 13902(c)(3), | hereby determine that the follow ng nodifications to
the noratoriumare consistent with obligations of the United States under
NAFTA and with our national transportation policy and that the noratorium
shall be nodified accordingly.

First, qualified notor carriers domiciled in Mexico will be allowed to obtain
operating authority to transport passengers in cross-border schedul ed bus
services. Second, qualified notor carriers domiciled in Mexico will be

allowed to obtain operating authority to provide cross-border truck services.
The noratoriumon the issuance of certificates or permts to Mexican-

dom ciled notor carriers for the provision of truck or bus services between
points in the United States will remain in place. These nodifications shal
be effective on the date of this menorandum

Furthernore, pursuant to 49 U S.C 13902(c)(5), | hereby determ ne that
expeditious action is required to inplenent this nodification to the
noratorium Effective on the date of this nmenmorandum the Departnent of
Transportation is authorized to act on applications, submtted by notor
carriers domciled in Mexico, to obtain operating authority to provi de cross-
border schedul ed bus services and cross-border truck services. |In review ng
such applications, the Departnent shall continue to work closely with the
Department of Justice, the Ofice of Honeland Security, and other rel evant
Federal departnents, agencies, and offices in order to help ensure the
security of the border and to prevent potential threats to national security.



Motor carriers domiciled in Mexico operating in the United States will be
subject to the sanme Federal and State |aws, regulations, and procedures that
apply to carriers domciled in the United States. These include safety
regul ati ons, such as drug and al cohol testing requirenents; insurance

requi renents; taxes and fees; and other applicable |aws and regul ations,

i ncluding those adm nistered by the United States Custons Service, the

I mmigration and Naturalization Service, the Departnent of Labor, and Federa
and State environnmental agencies.
