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What to do if  the vehicle is Out-of-Service? 
 

 If an Interstate OOS Vehicle is identified, attempt to 
contact a MCSAP Officer to come to the scene and take 
appropriate action. 
 

 Always follow your state laws and department policies 
with regard to the enforcement of Federal Out-of-
Service Orders 
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If assistance is not available 
 

 Document the stop by obtaining photocopies of the drivers 
log book, CDL license, shipping papers, registration cab card 
and any other available info including the origin and 
destination of the trip. 
 

 Forward the Carrier/Vehicle information to your State 
Commercial Vehicle Enforcement Unit or contact your local 
FMCSA Office.  After the fact action can be taken and 
penalties and sanctions can be applied. 
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 Be vigilant and take every opportunity to identify 
Out-of-Service vehicles and take appropriate action

continue to operate in Interstate commerce 
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
