The Motor Carrier Safety Advisory Committee (MCSAC) commenced work on Task 12-04 at its August 2012 meeting.  The Federal Motor Carrier Safety Administration (FMCSA) tasked the Committee with presenting recommendations and suggestions on FMCSA’s methodology for conducting Section 610 Reviews to determine if rules have Significant Economic Impact on a Substantial Number of Small Entities (SEISNOSE) under the Regulatory Flexibility Act (RFA).  FMCSA further requested that the MCSAC identify ideas and concepts for ensuring opportunities for public engagement in the Section 610 Review process.
The MCSAC met in a public meeting on August 28, 2012, to discuss the task.  In formulating its recommendations and suggestions, the Committee considered the principles and requirements established by Executive Order (E.O.) 13610 (Identifying and Reducing Regulatory Burdens), E.O. 13563 (Improving Regulation and Regulatory Review), and E.O. 12866 (Regulatory Planning and Review).
